The Book of the
Great Logos, a Gnestic text associated with the Books of Isow,
contains the following passage:

The guardians of the Gates of the treasure will open them, and they
will pass upwards and ever inwards through the following spaces,
and the powers rejoicing and giving them their mysteries, seals, and
names of power: the Orders of the Three Amens... Within each freas~
ure is @ Door or Gate, and without three Gates; each of the outer
