As with any faith, there are good practitioners and the bad – there are
Satanists that I abhor, and there are Catholics that I would welcome
into my home.

In today’s world, the impressionable have been led to believe that
Satanism is an atheistic faith – they reject and lambast its roots as a



traditional religion.

While spiritual Satanism is valid, I will not sit idly by as
misinformation spreads like hell�re – this is a religion with its origins
deeply rooted in theism.

There is no room for debate in saying that spiritual Satanism is
secondary to theistic Satanism – it is a modern invention to make
palatable this taboo and stigmatic religion – it is not the foundational
faith.

The spiritual Satanist that condemns traditionalists while claiming
their way is the correct way causes more harm to this faith than any
follower of Christ.

To set theism and spiritualism aside, Satanism is a faith that
encourages appetite, self-empowerment, autonomy, and the
unrepentant pursuit of strength.

The Satanist will not grovel for acceptance, nor are they bound and
beholden to herd mentalities – they are a herald of self-governance
and self-awareness in a world that marches to the drum of
oppression.

To be a Satanist is to welcome your humanity, and the carnal nature
that accompanies it – it is a bridge uniting your bestial soul and its
earthly expression.

As you traverse this Le�-Hand Path, you will feast upon the
unrepentant fruits of power – within your heart, you shall feel the
glory of Satan’s kingdom.

SATAN’S AEGIS

A theistic Satanist will be expected to summon and consort with
demonic spirits – this is a vital part of theistic Satanism, so get
comfortable with the idea.

When a traditional Satanist performs a prayer, it is believed that the
devils of Hell are bearing witness to the words – it is a personal, sacred
experience.

As anyone would if they believed they were being observed by a devil,
Satanists take signi�cant and thorough precautions when engaging in
any ritual.

Above all, a theistic Satanist turns to their faith for safety – an aegis
will form around their mortal soul that is born from their devotion to
Satan’s godship.

Historically, it has been the feeble of faith that will resort to further
means of protecting themselves in the presence of a devil – an act of
undeniable fear.

A devout Satanist does not fear demons nor cower in their presence –
there is mutual respect, shared between human apostles and these
heralds of Hell.

It is this air of decorum and honor that protects the Satanist from the
threat of peril – if you treat these devils with dignity, you truly have
nothing to fear.



And, if you think of devils as servants, you may as well continue
trembling behind salt circles – you will never attain power from the
denizens of Hell.

RITUALS

All religions utilize rituals to solidify their beliefs and to maintain the
commitment of disciples – this is especially true for the traditional
Satanist.

Everyone understands the premise of ritual – there are incantations,
altars, deities, and the ceremonial display of loyalty to an
otherworldly power.

Any details beyond the aforementioned will di�er wildly between
practitioners, faiths, and the ethics of said faiths – especially upon the
Le�-Hand Path.

In traditional Satanism, rituals are typically private a�airs where an
incantation is recited – spellwork, written to oneself, a ranked devil,
or Satan himself.

If a ritual is aimed towards oneself, it is essentially just a prayer – a
brief declaration or a�rmation of one’s faith, spoken in search of
peace or strength.

It is a good idea to perform a more elaborate ritual if you intend to
request a signi�cant blessing from a demon – clairvoyance,
immortality, and so forth.

As well, if you simply wish to express your loyalty to our kingdom of
Hell, a formal ritual will satisfy this desire – it is an immensely fruitful
experience.

Whether you intend to perform extravagant rituals or silent prayers,
you must do so regularly – this is a vital element of our faith of
traditional Satanism.

As worship and prayer becomes ingrained in your life, you will feel
closer to our faith – you shall �nd unholy clarity, strength, tranquility,
and brilliance.



ALTARS

An icon entrenched in every person’s imagination, the Satanic altar is
a frightening sight to the timid masses – it is a construct of unabashed
blasphemy.

The altar is where our intimate moments of growth and redemption
unfold – empowerment reaped for our unapologetic devotion to the
kingdom of Hell.

While Hollywood embellishes the appearance and macabre designs of
a typical Satanic altar, they are o�en sinister and intimidating in their
architecture.

An altar will vary tremendously for every Satanist, since they are
tailored to your unique needs – there exists no archetypical design that
you must follow.

That said, there are two common design types that Satanists o�en
choose between – these altar types will be closely explored on page 70
of this chapter.

When considering your altar, you must �rst decide where it will be
constructed – think carefully about this, as the location may limit
your ritual activities.

If you are a novice, it is advised that you create the altar indoors –
always look for an environment that o�ers you control – you do not



want any surprises.

An indoor altar is o�en created within a house, but may be built under
any roof that is safe, and where you are legally permitted to use –
abide by the law.

Traditional Satanists typically opt for home-based altars – they may
be created in bedrooms, garages, cellars, attics, o�ces, workshops, or
secret rooms.

Whatever your chosen location, you must consider a medley of factors
– each one capable of exposing your faith, restricting rituals, or
leading to trouble.

Are you living alone, or with roommates? Family? Does sound carry
through the walls? Are the �oors thin? Is it an apartment,
condominium, or a house?

How much space do you anticipate needing for the altar? Will your
rituals require extra space for you to move around? How comfortable
is the location?

How o�en do you plan on performing rituals? Will you utilize
anything during them that poses safety hazards – �re, water, smoke,
or organic elements?

While these considerations may seem excessive or overwhelming,
they are paramount to a long-term, successful foray into traditional
Satanic worship.



Now that you have considered essential questions, you may think
about how to construct your Satanic altar – this is where things
become more creative.

An altar is a showcase of religious beliefs, and the related ambitions
you bear – an external display of the beliefs you hold within your
Hell-sworn spirit.

The altar is a highly personal extension of you, and there is no wrong
way to build it – it is a construct of your taste, religious ideals, and
self-expression.

In traditional Satanism, two altar variations are the most prominent,
above all – one is ornate, and one is more utilitarian in its design –
both are powerful.

The former is usually chosen by Satanic clergy, for its opulence
inspires our acts of worship – o�en, it is traditional Satanists that
prefer this altar design.

This altar mirrors the Christian altar in its physical construction,
consisting of a triptych altarpiece, an elaborately adorned mensa, and
ceremonial tithes.

A less-theatrical altar may still be attractive, but its sole purpose is
practicality – they are o�en simple in design, caring only about
comfort and function.

This altar usually consists of a �at surface, covered with baubles and
o�erings for rituals – as well, the Satanist may include minor,



symbolic decorations.

It is o�en the atheistic Satanists that will choose to build a utilitarian
altar – their religious beliefs tend to be less celebratory, and more
focused on results.

You may choose either altar variation, or create an altar with
attributes borrowed from both – there is no right, wrong, or perfect
way to create your altar.

Above all nuances and details of an altar, you must feel comfortable
using it – it is worthless if it feels awkward, di�cult, or ine�ective to
use for rituals.

Your altar is the physical groundwork of your self-empowerment – if
you are not pleased with it, you will inhibit your growth upon the
Le�-Hand Path.

An altar is your sanctuary removed from time and the world itself – a
place where expression, power, and faith can be intimately and proudly
celebrated.

As a traditional Satanist, your altar will become an unconquerable
retreat from the chaos of life – your personal nexus of infernal
tranquility and strength.



SUMMONING ELEMENTS

The use of summoning elements is prevalent in all Le�-Hand Path
religions – it is something that you will especially become accustomed
to in Satanism.

A summoning element is a tithe, o�ered in a ritual as a gesture of
respect and gratitude to a spirit – in theistic Satanism, these tithes are
o�ered to devils.

You will notice that most summoning elements are either organic or
partly organic – above all, devils enjoy precious metals, incense,
herbs, and candles.

The summoning elements that a speci�c spirit will prefer shall vary
greatly – these devils are unique, and each comes bearing its preferred
indulgences.

The full list of commonplace summoning elements is in the
thousands, and it is not expected that you learn them all – only those
relevant to your studies.

Once you begin studying hierarchies of devils, you will learn which
elements are necessary for you to remember and which will be useful
for invocation.

A general assortment of summoning elements that you will use in
traditional Satanism includes:

Incense fragrances
Chalices, goblets, etc.



Ash, grave soil, etc.
Animal bone
Gold, silver, etc.
Emeralds, rubies, etc.
Sigils, sacred markings, etc.
Herbs, �owers, etc.
Antiques, baubles, etc.
Alcohol

While this list is not complete, it is an accurate and reliable
representation of the summoning elements commonly found in our
traditional Satanic rituals.



MAGIC CI�CLES

An illusion of safety, magic circles are a persisting myth upon the
Le�-Hand Path, and you will never see them utilized in any traditional
Satanic studies.

The insincere have cowered behind lines of salt for millennia, terri�ed
of the spirits they summon and grovel before in search of some
undeserved power.

Magic circles are the weapons of old – threats that weak, withered
occultists aimed against the devils of Hell as they trembled before
what they invoked.

No – you will not resort to their peasant cra�s and half-assed
measures of demonic conjuring – I will never advise a devout Satanist
to use magic circles.

As discussed previously in Satan’s Aegis, you will resort to your faith
and fealty for protection – there is no room for traps, trickeries, or
unsteady beliefs.

The use of geometrics is not a problem, but the use of this art for
cowardice and coercion, is – you will not treat the devils of Hell as
your lapdog servants.

In most demonological texts, trapping and forcing spirits through
geometrics is encouraged and even expected of you – the ancient art of
spinelessness.



A magic circle is a psychological crutch, providing nothing but the
misbelief of being untouchable by the wicked spirits with which you
consort by night.

If you need to leave your faith under the covers of moonlight – a piece
of your soul excised until it is again expedient – theistic Satanism is
not for you.

If you plan on scribbling salt prisons around spirits in attempted
extortion or con�nement, you are not mentally prepared to practice
traditional Satanism.

In most situations, attempting to con�ne a devil is a delusional e�ort
doomed to failure – and sodium, unfortunately, will not beat back any
spirit of Hell.



ORISONS

A more reliable, e�ective, and respectful means of safety during
rituals is the orison – a prayer spoken at the beginning of the conjuring
of a ranked devil.

Orisons were predominately used between the 13th and 18th centuries –
though still rare, we have seen a resurgence in today’s use of orisons in
occultism.

It is predominately due to our books that the orison has returned to
the arsenal of occultists – a tool that will create honorable and
intelligent practitioners.

An orison is a declaration of good intentions from the demonologist to
the spirit being invoked – it is a way to show transparency and
honesty to a devil.

The recital of an orison is akin to approaching your enemy during
armistice, with palms open upwards to gesture honor, integrity, and
genuine intentions.

This is not to suggest that devils are your enemies, but rather, volatile
forces of ancient power that are deserving of your respect – as well as
your caution.

Thousands of orisons exist – those that have been recently written,
and those of centuries past – there also exists myriad orisons for every



known demon.

If you cannot �nd a prewritten orison for a demon, you may write
your own – but if you do, make sure that the devil has a unique orison
to call their own.

It is not essential that you utilize orisons, but if you are to choose
between orisons or magic circles, the orison is always a better choice –
without question.

As well as being respectful and a sound method of safety during
rituals, the use of orisons will display your mastery of the occult and
the Le�-Hand Path.

No matter the methodologies you employ, success hinges upon your
knowledge, etiquette, and degree of commitment to our illustrious
kingdom of Hell.



DANGERS

If guaranteed results are what you desire, you shall �nd only
disappointment in any occult faith upon the Le�-Hand Path –
especially theistic Satanism.

As an occultist of any denomination, you have cast yourself overboard
into the mysterious depths that few dare to explore – uncharted,
aberrant territory.

The Le�-Hand Path is a lifestyle that immerses its followers – it is not a
hobby, nor is it a momentary, thrill-seeking adventure for the edge-
addled youth.

While di�culties may surface on any path that one is ill-prepared for,
severe misfortunes are o�en the fault of the Satanist – they can usually
be avoided.

The Le�-Hand Path is unfairly considered to be an avenue of gratuitous
peril – a fear perpetrated by ignorant outsiders without �rst-hand
experience.

Though nothing is ever entirely foolproof, chances of danger are
signi�cantly reduced through the use of an ancient, magical art
known as common sense.

In most religions, it would be agreed upon that one should not piss o�
primordial devils – nor attempt to extort them for earthly gain and



self-betterment.

If the Satanist is respectful, driven in their studies, and devoted to
long-term worship, they should not randomly inherit the vitriol of any
devils invoked.



THE FIFTH CHAPTER
CALLED
DEVILS

A traditional Satanist is required to worship devils in a literal and
theistic sense – not in metaphor, nor with any disbelief in our glorious
kingdom of Hell.

Anything else on this path is optional, but a theistic religion demands
theistic beliefs – if you take issue with this, then traditional Satanism
is not for you.

The worship of devils does not prevent your ability to celebrate
yourself – in fact, you are encouraged to do so as you traverse this Le�-
Hand Path.



HISTO�Y

A relationship older than the Abrahamic faiths and our earliest
civilizations, Satan’s devils have stood proudly beside humanity since
the very beginning.

Our ancestors turned to gods in moments of chaos, pleading for the
wisdom and strength necessary to conquer the overwhelming
obstacles before them.

As time yawned onwards, many of these important gods were
identi�ed as devils, belonging to myriad religions and cultures from all
corners of the Earth.

As the Abrahamic religions are the dominant force in theology, their
anti-devil narratives have widely been accepted as the unchallenged,
absolute truth.

It was not until the cruel advent of Christianity that all demons were
labeled as sinful, malevolent, and heartless destroyers of humanity –
it is a deception.

While this belief is inaccurate, we do not resent the Christians for
their juvenile opinions – who are we to pass judgment on a religion we
deem irrelevant?

In their scripture, Satan and his devils are to blame for all wickedness
that exists – in ours, the onus is on God and his egomaniacal,
tyrannical appetites.



Even in the Bible, the benevolence of Satan can be witnessed as he
tempts Eve and Adam to embrace the autonomy that de�es God’s
infantile demands.

How this story can be interpreted as anything other than Satan
liberating us from the tyranny of God is beyond my understanding –
Satan is our liberator.

In the Bible and on Earth, demons have abetted the fruition and
evolution of humanity – granted, there were a handful of malignant
moments intermixed.

A plethora of devils have had entire religions born in their honor –
King Bael of the Goetia hierarchy, being one of these demons –
revered by countless.

In millennia past, Bael was praised in innumerable cultures, surpassing
borders of mountains, oceans, ethics, languages, and ingrained
systems of belief.

Countless records of Bael have been discovered in ancient remnants
from Christian, Assyrian, Judaic, Egyptian, and further primeval,
historical sources.

Many believe that Bael is one dei�cation of Ba’al, where Ba’al was a
title given to various spirits and gods spanning multiple religions and
civilizations.

Others believe that Bael is one demon, whose fame was spread
throughout the world under a multitude of names as new cultures
discovered his power.

The argument for Bael being multiple deities is the word baal, which is
a Semitic word that translates to “lord,” “master,” or another related



synonym.

Yet another argument suggests that the word baal was conceived in
honor of Bael, and that it became used when describing gods of a
paralleled nature.

In Canaan, Bael replaced El as “King of the Gods,” and he was
worshipped for his gi�s of fertile land, ceaseless storms, and strength
in military con�icts.

In Carthage, Bael was praised as Ba’al Hammon, and pursuant to
Roman records, Carthaginians had even sacri�ced their children in
his infernal honor.

While the latter is despicable, it reveals a shocking glimpse of how
deeply our civilizations have been shaped and in�uenced by devils – it
is undeniable.



HIERA�CHIES

In Abrahamic religions and occult paths alike, you will �nd hierarchies
of devils – the vestiges of our ancestral allure to otherworldly,
forbidden spirits.

These hierarchies were forged in centuries past by historians,
exorcists, demonologists, and a handful of nameless-yet-remarkable
occultists lost to time.

In traditional Satanism, the primary hierarchy that we utilize belongs
to the Ars Goetia – an infamous and earth-shattering demonological
compendium.

The Ars Goetia is one of �ve occult books, penned namelessly in the 17th

century and collected into a grimoire known as The Lesser Key of
Solomon.

This grimoire explores 72 devils, each one bearing honori�c titles,
unique powers, and vivid imagery that illustrates a heraldic image of
Hell’s denizens.

In Hell and on Earth, the Goetia devils are admired for their myriad
benevolences – they are generous, mostly honest, and civil towards
wayward humans.

It is for these attributes that Satanists convene with the Goetia
demons, preferring them above all other diabolical hierarchies of Hell



worth consideration.



FAVOR & STATUS

As the Satanist begins performing rituals, they will need to be aware
of two resources, earned through the summoning of devils – favor and
status.

These resources are internal, and while you cannot monitor them
directly, you will feel the measure of either when you attempt to
conjure a devil of Hell.

In traditional Satanism, favor is the reputation that you hold with a
speci�c devil – if Aamon answers to your ritual invocation, then he
likely favors you.

When a devil responds to your invocations, the air itself comes to life
with a chilling, almost palpable thunder that electri�es your heart and
bestial soul.

Opposingly, if a devil does not favor you, then you will feel absolutely
nothing – not the faintest sense of presence unless you also happen to
o�end them.

A Satanist measures their favor with one devil, but their status with its
hierarchy – it is how that entire ladder of devils judges your character
and loyalty.

As status is the opinion of many devils, it is slower to accumulate than
favor, but will be earned by the successful repetition of summoning



over the years.

A Satanist garners favor by completing rituals that honor a speci�c
devil – invoking them with honest intention, respect, and
consideration for their time.

Using Aamon again, if you were to invoke him and show disrespect or
false intentions, you would lose his favor, and the ritual would end in
abject failure.

If the Satanist continues this poor behavior as they invoke further
devils, they will be stripped of their status with that hierarchy – and
they will be exiled.

Transgressions against devils are not all measured identically – you
will feel a greater punishment for disrespecting a King than a Prince –
but all devils should be shown the same degree of consideration.

The Goetia devils are receptive towards neophytes and the seasoned
equally, o�ering opportunities to prove one’s worth to our glorious
kingdom of Hell.

Assuming the practitioner follows proper etiquette during rituals,
they will earn their favor and status, establishing themselves upon the
Le�-Hand Path.



ORDER IN CHAOS

Every devil – in Hell and on Earth – will be placed in one of two
demographics that decide the power and strength they may bear –
ranked or unranked.

While many would believe Hell to be a wasteland of aimless and
uninhibited mayhem, the reverse is its reality – order is vital amidst its
rampant chaos.

In Hell, classes of devils are established through a sophisticated
ranking order, and they are separated by these classes much like we
see here on Earth.

Alongside ranks are titles, as noticed in hierarchies such as that
belonging to the Goetia – packed with Princes, Dukes, Countesses,
Kings, and further.

While little is known about ranks, titles are o�ered to devils for
extreme displays of prowess in battle, leadership capabilities, and
valiant achievements.

Many Goetia devils once held seats of authority in Heaven, and once
Satan commenced his infamous Grand Revolt, they slaughtered
angels by his side.

As the Grand Revolt fell into a period of armistice, mass exile of the
usurping angels began – and they spiraled from grace behind Lord
Satan, the De�ler.



In the a�ermath of this infernal crusade, Satan and his fallen
supporters began to build Hell – sculpted from the rubble and ruins of
the shattered Heaven.

During this era of reshaping, Hell began to �nd its voice as a kingdom
– and Satan would crown those that fought and fell beside him as
heralds of Hell.

These spirits are the ranked devils of Hell – those that earned bloody
accolades of honor and acclaim for their loyalty to Satan and their
de�ance of God.

The countless trillions of devils that fall outside of these ranked devils
are the unranked – the endless, violent legions of unstable and
undecorated spirits.

It takes a rare caliber of demon to achieve anything worthy of note or
recognition – most are volatile, malicious, primitive, and relatively
unintelligent.

That said, this is not an absolute truth – probability is high that
millions of proli�c devils exist that we have not yet had the pleasure of
discovering.

These unranked devils are usually to blame for the miserable
reputation that all devils are given – and ranked devils
wholeheartedly resent them for this.

The majority of unranked devils are subservient to those bearing
ranks – these are the endless demons that form the legions of



Hollywood’s horror �lms.

These unranked devils perform the grunt work that is asked of title-
bearing demons – they see to petty and thankless chores, such as
locational hauntings.

While not as impressive as ranked devils, there are myriad uses for the
rankless – they are thought of as another tool in the traditional
Satanist’s toolbox.



FAMILIARS

In any Le�-Hand Path practice, if the summoning of spirits takes
place, familiars are relevant – they are your personal companions in
studies of magic.

A theistic Satanist will know demonic familiars to be commonplace –
they are the unranked devils of Hell, o�en sent by a ranked devil of
notable power.

O�entimes, a ranked devil will issue you the guard of their legions
only if you hold a reasonable level of favor with them – it is a blessing
for the faithful.

If the Satanist requests a demonic familiar, it must be done through
formal ritual – it is a profound and powerful blessing that deserves
your digni�cation.

Occasionally, a ranked devil will o�er the Satanist a familiar without
request – this only occurs if you are considered invaluable to a title-
bearing demon.

You may hold limitless familiars from any number of ranked devils,
assuming you maintain favor and status with the hierarchy that
carries their thrones.

Once you inherit a familiar, it is permanently yours and may not be
returned – except upon banishment from the hierarchy that assigned
it to you, in which case, there are more pressing problems to ponder.



A familiar will accompany you at all times, though seldom seen, aside
for occasions where it may take an earthly form – a cat, spider, or
another creature.

This demon will shadow you, providing a constant exposure to the
blessings of its master – and this is where many summoners
compound their strength.

If the Satanist accepts demonic familiars, they will �ourish
exponentially in their practices – life shall ripen through the generosity
of Hell’s noble devils.



ALIGNMENT

In traditional Satanism, an alignment is what many describe as a pact –
the o�cial, binding agreement forged blasphemously between human
and demon.

An alignment will only be successfully established if the Satanist
retains signi�cant favor with a devil, a formal ritual is performed, and
their faith is pure.

Unlike the �lms, a demonic pact does not abandon your mind and
�esh to a devil – instead, it creates a direct, unbreakable link to that
unhallowed spirit.

In doing this, a “nexus mind” is formed, where the demon and human
may intermingle their thoughts, abilities, personality quirks, and
characteristics.

As these elements are shared between a human and devil, the devil
secures your commitment, and you reap unholy abilities far beyond
your mortal reach.

The Satanist must only pursue an alignment if they truly have bonded
with the devil in question – it is not an oath that one should take
lightly, or hastily.

If desired, multiple alignments may be established, but the number
must not be excessive – you should have no more than ten alignments



with a hierarchy.

When too many alignments are sought at once, the mark of ignorance
will scar the Satanist – they will be judged reckless and thoughtless in
their studies.

The use of alignments is not required in Satanism nor elsewhere upon
the Le�-Hand Path – they are a permanent decision, always to be
made carefully.



THE SIXTH CHAPTER
CALLED

CELEBRATIONS

A gauzy veil palls our world, wispy and thin like a spider’s web – it
entombs this mortal coil, barring humanity from devils, spirits, and
unseen horrors.

On special days and in strange places, this darkling barrier vanishes –
exposing the world of the living to the mischievous in�uence of
diabolical things.

In traditional Satanism, these unhallowed days are hailed as
celebrations – a time to pay tribute to our unholy faith, Lord Satan, and
our kingdom of Hell.



ST. WINEBALD DAY

January 7th

On St. Winebald Day, Satanists celebrate the ways that Hell has blessed
their lives and improved them as human beings – mind, �esh, and
unholy spirit.

Historically, this day was observed through animal sacri�ce and
bloodletting – a representation of life pledged to Satan, unbroken
even in Death’s arms.

This tradition has been deserted, and Satanists now celebrate this day
with rituals, private feasts, or the performance of alignments with the
Goetia devils.



SATANIC REVELS

February 2nd | May 1st | August 1st | October 31st

On Satanic Revels, Satanists celebrate themselves and their appetites
for pleasure, carnality, and what makes fruitful their life upon this
mortal Earth.

This powerful holiday occurs four times annually, though its precise
days will vary in alignment with the Wheel of the Year and its cross-
quarter dates.

In traditional Satanism, this day is celebrated with group rituals,
parties, and the satiation of physical desires pertaining to sex, love,
and empowerment.



CANDLEMAS

February 2nd

On Candlemas, Satanists celebrate much like they would on Satanic
Revels – by performing acts of blasphemy, self-pleasure, and carnal
grati�cation.

Historically, this day was stolen by Christians (like most things) and
used to praise the puri�cation of Mary a�er spitting Christ out upon
our mortal coil.

In the spirit of sacrilege, this day is celebrated with group rituals,
parties, and the indulgence of bestial appetites relating to sex, love,
and empowerment.



GOOD FRIDAY

Date Varies.

On Good Friday, Satanists celebrate Satan’s reign, his supremacy over
God, and the legendary Grand Revolt that ushered forth the creation
of Hell.

This holiday is how the Christians memorialize the cruci�xion and
death of Jesus Christ – and we join them in remembering this
historical moment.

In mockery and merriment, Satanists celebrate this day with large
feasts, blasphemy, alignments, and rituals that pay tribute to our
kingdom of Hell.



BAEL’S HA�VEST

April 19th – May 1st

On Bael’s Harvest, Satanists celebrate King Bael over a duration of
thirteen days – recognizing him as an ancient, o�-forgotten protector of
humanity.

Historically, this day was observed through acts of carnage and
human sacri�ce – symbolizing the life and death that King Bael has
overseen for eons.

This tradition has been deserted, and Satanists now celebrate this day
with private rituals, feasts, or the performance of alignments to Kings
of the Goetia.

Festivities are not required for every day of Bael’s Harvest – most
Satanists perform a small ritual and o�ering for him at the end of
each evening.



WALPU�GISNACHT

April 30th – May 1st

On Walpurgisnacht, Satanists celebrate this day as they would
Halloween – grand rituals and displays of faith are staged to inspirit
their Le�-Hand Path.

This holiday is revered for its magical essence, and the potency it lends
to ritual – under night’s cover, as demons run freely throughout our
living world.

In traditional Satanism, this day is celebrated with group rituals,
lavish festivities, séances, and spells that summon forth the bacchanal
denizens of Hell.



DEMON REVELS

July 1st | September 15th | December 24th

On Demon Revels, Satanists celebrate the presence of devils on Earth,
and the ways they have altered, in�uenced, strengthened, and
protected our lives.

Historically, this day has been acknowledged with animal sacri�ces
and blood magic, as worshippers turned to radical acts that conveyed
their gratitude.

This tradition has been deserted, and Satanists now celebrate this day
with private rituals, feasts, or the performance of alignments with the
Goetia devils.



HALLOWEEN

October 31st

On Halloween, Satanists celebrate the fruits of our kingdom of Hell,
and the countless ways their lives have been improved through the
embrace of Satan.

Historically, this day is of unmatched signi�cance for all that travel
upon the Le�-Hand Path – it is a day that �oods the Earth with
otherworldly magic.

As traditional Satanists, this day is celebrated with group rituals,
elaborate festivities, and invocations that establish camaraderie with
the devils of Hell.



THE SEVENTH CHAPTER
CALLED

MAGICAL EVENTS

In traditional Satanism, many dates are recognized as generally
noteworthy, though without su�cient impact to the Satanist and their
diabolical studies.

While these events may be of minimal importance to the traditional
Satanist, they are extraordinarily precious in many other Le�-Hand
Path practices.



BLOOD MOON

In traditional Satanism, the Blood Moon represents a period of death
and rebirth – the end of old ways, and the beginning of more
profound ambitions.

This event heightens the potency of rituals, and the connectivity of
the Satanist to devils, making it an opportune time to consort with the
spirits of Hell.



ECLIPSES

In traditional Satanism, the eclipses represent our zealous devotion to
our kingdom of Hell – as well as the Stygian shadow of Satan that
palls the Earth.

This event heightens the potency of demonic rites, alignments, and
prayers, making it an ideal time to perform Satanic baptisms, pacts,
or renunciations.



EQUINOXES

In traditional Satanism, the equinoxes represent an end of one period
as a new one emerges – alchemy, as all living things metamorphosize
and transform.

This event heightens the potency of rituals, and the ability to
enlighten oneself through devils, making it an ideal time to prioritize
self-empowerment.



SOLSTICES

In traditional Satanism, the solstices represent our everlasting growth,
alteration, and evolution under the guidance of Satan and our
kingdom of Hell.

This event heightens the potency of rituals, and the connectivity of
the Satanist to devils, making it an opportune time to perform
alignments with spirits.



THE EIGHTH CHAPTER
CALLED

OCCULTISM

The umbrella of occultism is colossal – it is a wide and diverse spectrum
of ancient arts, practices, and religions that coalesce to form the Le�-
Hand Path.

In essence, occultism denotes any system of belief that straddles the
phantasmic line between religion and science – a supernatural
purgatory of wisdom.

It is in this ethereal spectrum that humans have lost themselves for
millennia – scorned by gods, exiled by men of science, and denounced
for their beliefs.

Over the past few centuries, many occult arts have been labelled
pseudoscience, or the deceitful shills of snake oil salesmen – a
somewhat founded truth.

In the 19th century, science was beginning to boom with
advancements, and charlatans jumped at their opportunity to pro�t
o� of the doe-eyed populace.

As pockets were lined at the expense of the curious and trusting
public, a grudge formed for the whole of occultism – and it persists
into the 21st century.

Today, our society still su�ers from the plague that is the mediocre,
talentless occultist – the streetside peddler of illformed ideas and



predatory miracles.

In theistic Satanism, numerous occult practices are employed
alongside Satanic worship – divination, alchemy, summoning,
possession, and further arts.

You are allowed to select any additional occult arts for study, but you
must practice demonology – it is a core element of this faith of
traditional Satanism.



ALCHEMY

Of all the occult arts, alchemy is perhaps the oldest and most
widespread – it is the foundation of every faith and practice found
upon the Le�-Hand Path.

The fundamental premise of alchemy is to turn one thing into
something else, and this is referred to as transmutation – the art of
willing metamorphosis.

Alchemy’s origins are suggested to be primordial, beginning with the
Egyptian god Thoth – he is said to have gi�ed earliest humans with
his knowledge.

While perhaps not that ancient, the earliest known documentation of
alchemy dates back over 2,000 years and comes from the mystical
Eastern world.

In its embryonic stage, alchemy bore little spiritual signi�cance – it
existed as an avenue for discovery in the keystone �elds of science and
mathematics.

It wasn’t until the 16th century that occultists found alchemy to be
invaluable to their work, and therein siphoned alchemy into the Le�-
Hand Path – never again to be released from our dust-palled libraries.

As the 18th century edged closer, alchemy became synonymous with
occultism – therein, its mundane roots had been all but forgotten to
the bog of time.



In the 21st century, alchemy has become a resource for caretaking our
internal growth – lead into gold, we turn our weaknesses into
catalysts for strength.



DIVINATION

On the Le�-Hand Path, divination is the ability to acquire
transcendental knowledge – o�en through the gi�ed blessings of
gods, devils, or other spirits.

Divination is a practice as aged as alchemy, having existed in every
civilization and religion since the �rst dawn of humanity – including
Christianity.

A cardinal example lies in the prophecy of Christ’s birth, revealed by
the three old magi – astromancy, where the stars are used to foresee
coming events.

In traditional Satanism, myriad divinatory arts are used, though
scrying, tarot, and summoning devils are where most will attain
knowledge and power.

As spoken of in chapter �ve, devils have been used for millennia to
develop otherworldly powers, and clairvoyant sight is at the top of
that colossal list.

It is a gi� that no other can surpass, apart from the coveted miracles of
immortality or rebirth – but as theistic Satanists, we already believe
in eternality.

When one can foresee the future, all avenues in life become malleable
– if you can see cataclysms and fortunes in advance, your destiny is in
your hands.



NEC�OMANCY

The ancient art of necromancy is perhaps the most detestable Le�-
Hand Path study – it is the ultimate mockery and perversion of the
natural order of life.

Even by the standards of Abrahamic religions, you are less-
contemptible invoking devils than you are when calling upon the
departed spirits of humans.

Necromancy is a spectrum of practices and beliefs that orient around
death – it is not the cut-and-dry, gravedigging ritualism that many
believe it to be.

In centuries past, necromancy did involve the grim desecration of
corpses – graves were robbed, and bones were exhumed to be used as
ritual o�erings.

It was believed that the physical remains of a dead person were
needed to invoke their spirit – this led to the the� of skulls, femurs,
spines, and corpses.

Thankfully, this primitive behavior stopped, as the nature and
methods of necromancy became clearer to wayward practitioners
upon the Le�-Hand Path.

In traditional Satanism, necromancy may focus on either the direct
summoning of a deceased human, or the conjuring of the dead with



the aid of a devil.

A necromantic method that everyone knows is the tradition of séance,
popularized in the 18th and 19th centuries through pseudo-occult
performance arts.

The classic portrayal of séance includes a medium, mourning guests,
and a table where they would all gather for the summoning of
deceased loved ones.

During the séance, cryptic words would be uttered in ancient tongues
by the medium as spirits come forth to speak through their body like a
marionette.

While not completely inaccurate, most séances are fraudulent plays on
imagination, emotions, and the grieving desire to be reunited with the
deceased.

In traditional Satanism, our methods of contacting the deceased
orient around devils, and their myriad blessings that involve the black
art of necromancy.

A devil may either conjure a spirit for the Satanist, or impart their
necromantic abilities – and therein, the Satanist will develop the tools
of mediumship.



BLACK MAGIC

A term synonymous with Satanism, black magic is the work of Satan
and his evil in practice – at least, that is what common mythologies
typically assert.

The term black magic is seldom used in traditional Satanism, aside for
exaggeration – as well, it may be used to explain a Satanic concept to
an outsider.

In this faith, most refuse the notion that white and black magic are
di�erent things – they are thought of as two halves of the same
metaphysical coin.

There exists one magic, without color, and it bears no agendas of its
own – it is only the actions of the occultist that may be judged either
good or wicked.

We believe that magic is a tool, and it is powerless until someone
wields it – and the intentions of that occultist will dictate how this
ancient tool behaves.

Historically, black magic referred to any ability or talent that de�ed
explanation, established religion, expectations of propriety, or
societal conventions.

This extremely vague brush would paint countless lives in centuries
past, creating false epidemics of witches, devils, and evil covens in the



foothills.

Everything from predicting weather, juggling, and dead horses, to
epilepsy, stage fright, and �nancial independence was attributed to
the work of Satan.

When a population is ignorant yet faithful, they see the world through
a kaleidoscope lens – poisoning the unknown with the stigma of sin
and witchcra�.

In modern times, the de�nition of black magic has become less
belligerent – it is o�en used when one references general occultism or
explicit Satanism.

While still extremely vague, it is more re�ned than the times of being
hung for dyslexia, or set a�re in your courtyard for slamming shut the
chapel door.

As a traditional Satanist, you are urged to reassess your views on black
magic – the long-term health of your infernal studies hinges on sound
judgment.

There is nothing in the natural world that is strictly black or white –
all things exist without color until our emotions, fears, and judgments
pigment them.

Until this notion is fully accepted, you will hold an improper
assessment of magic, and your ability to practice it will su�er for this
wayward perception.



Everybody holds skewed perceptions – you are not expected to be
�awless, but you must know where the line is between truth and your
perceived truth.



THE NINTH CHAPTER
CALLED

POSSESSION

In religion, few things disturb and unsettle like the notion of possession
– the violent forfeit of bodily autonomy to an invisible and
otherworldly power.

Ask a billion people, and you will receive only one answer – Satan and
his cronies are to blame for the treacherous experience that is
demonic possession.

To this, I compare God and the creation of cancer that blights our
world – will Christians accept their Father’s blame since he is the
origin of human life?

Why would the “Almighty” not intervene the slow and merciless
su�ering of his beloved creations, if love, compassion, and harmony
are of his nature?

Though Satan’s devils are to blame for possession, it is not as if he
oversees and approves all instances of possession – he is fairly
indi�erent to the world.

That said, Satan is not an altar boy – if he will not go out of his way to
control his devils, he certainly will not waste his time trying to
interrupt their fun.

A genuine possession is rare, and it does not occur in one fell swoop
a�er reading an ancient scroll, or entering an abandoned asylum in



the dead of night.

The majority of possessions occur a�er a devil has been gravely pissed
o�, and it feels the urge to bite back in retaliation – like a rattlesnake
that has been stabbed and prodded with the sharp end of a stick.

If you manage to become the victim of possession entirely by chance,
then in all respects, misfortune must hang over your head like a
relentless tempest.

While most possessions are the result of provoking a devil, some are
eagerly sought by Satanists – this act is referred to by occultists as self-
possession.

Now, you might be debating why the Hell anybody would attempt to get
possessed, which is a sensible question to ask – the answer is
empowerment.

As discussed within our Ars Animarum possession and necromancy
grimoire, a self-possession builds a bridge of power between the
demon and Satanist.

In traditional Satanism, we acknowledge �ve steps that indicate a
genuine possession – each one bears unique hallmarks and e�ects on
the host vessel.

If the host enters the possession willingly and with loyalty to Hell, it
will act as an alignment – but its power and potency cannot be
matched elsewhere.



THE FIRST STAGE
CALLED

CONJURING

The �rst stage is conjuring, and it is where contact is established
between a devil and its targeted host.

At this point, the possession is just beginning, and there will be little-
to-no signs of oddity – this stage will go almost completely unnoticed
by the vessel.

If symptoms are observed, they shall a�ect mental health, and include
general fatigue, disorientation, lucid nightmares, and anxiety not
easily explained.



THE SECOND STAGE
CALLED

INFECTION

The second stage is infection, and this is where the demon begins to
reveal its presence and in�uence.

At this point, the possession will build in intensity, and the host will
begin experiencing unexplainable events that provoke a gnawing
dread within them.

If symptoms are observed, they shall a�ect mental and emotional
health, and include anxiety, fatigue, overwhelming paranoia, and
even hallucinations.



THE THIRD STAGE
CALLED

OPPRESSION

The third stage is oppression, and this is where the demon attempts to
poison the vessel’s eternal soul.

At this point, the possession will begin eroding the host’s health with
worrying speed – their body will atrophy, and their mind will begin to
devour itself.

If symptoms are observed, they shall a�ect mental and physical
health, and include disease, paranoia, hallucinations, isolation, and
psychotic breaks.



THE FOU�TH STAGE
CALLED
SEIZURE

The fourth stage is seizure, and this is where things rapidly deteriorate
to the verge of almost no return.

At this point, the possession will begin altering the essence of the
vessel – they shall become virtually unrecognizable, both in behavior
and appearance.

If symptoms are observed, they shall a�ect mental and physical
health, and include the loss of motor control, unnatural powers, and
physical mutations.



THE FIFTH STAGE
CALLED

CONSUMPTION

The ��h and last stage is consumption, and this is where the human
loses itself entirely to the demon.

At this point, the possession will overtake the host, and only an
exorcist of master caliber has a chance of saving the host – but no
hope should be wasted.

Symptoms will be observed, and they shall include metaphysical
abilities, pseudo-omniscience, and a shocking degree of disturbing,
physical deformity.



THE TENTH CHAPTER
CALLED

THE SATANIST

The Satanist is a mouthpiece of Hell on Earth, born from the cinders
of darkness – a herald of infernal grace, embodying strength, wisdom,
and nobility.

Under an eclipse of sulfur and ashen �re, we shall celebrate beside his
throne – our Hell-bound souls, inspirited by the glory and godship of
Lord Satan!

As we reject the name of Christ, we shall watch his crown shatter
upon the loam – cheap and transient, like asteroids raining upon the
barren pelt of Earth.



CLEAN THE SLATE

Herein, you shall �nd one rite of renunciation that may be used to
purify your soul – to wipe clean the stigma of any preexisting religious
bonds of fealty.

Once recited, this rite shall o�cially expunge your previous religious
oaths and a�liations – the slate of your soul will be washed clean, and
made anew.

Think carefully, and make your choice with sound, introspective
clarity – this is a permanent decision, and these diabolical words
cannot be unspoken.



RITE OF SULFUR

I, __________, wish to forge my eternal bond with the brilliant
kingdom a�ame, whose jagged mouth swallows whole the rotting
radiance of Heaven!

2. And this paradise housed devils, and angels of de�led reputation,
and pillars of �re soared amidst seven circles – concentrically
descending.

3. And these circles housed the consumers of sin, and those that
reveled in the light of God – damned evermore for their aimless and
carnal appetites.

4. And within these tormenting rings, the cries of transgressors
echoed – hymns of su�ering, sung in haunting melodies that begged
for forgiveness.

5. And through labyrinths of shadow, these souls did wander –
condemned to atonement in the circle that mirrored their most vulgar
depravities.

6. And these souls were punished for welcoming appetite, but not
he who championed them – Satan, the muni�cent benefactor of
humankind.

11. They would never know his kindness, nor the grandeur of Hell
and its many devils – they would lament in solitude until the howling
end of time.

12. And within the second circle, the lustful were fed upon
themselves to bloat – indulging the �esh and body for which they so
wantonly hungered.

13. These souls were blind to temperance, and in euphoria, they lost
themselves – insatiably craving the lecherous embrace and warmth of
another.

14. Eternally, they would feast upon themselves, tasting only �esh
and marrow – never to attain the satiation that their lustful appetites
demanded.

2. And Satan said, Paimon is �rst, who de�ed the Order of Angels,
and took up arms beside me – he is an honorable devil and will be
hailed a king.

3. And two hundred legions amongst you will be commanded, and
he will lead you honestly, and an air of prestige may permeate your
ranks.

4. He is a shaper of thoughts, who weaves minds and desires like
clay – malleable are all who dare trespass against him, or the kingdom
of Hell.

5. Paimon is an insightful devil, and will provide myriad blessings
to those that entreat him – he will bring revelations, and profound
discoveries.

6. If you would stand beside me with conviction, you will, too, stand
beside Paimon – he is my kin, and I impart authority upon his crown.

7. And if you should reveal my mark to Paimon, he will recognize
you as my disciple, and as an ally to this, our infernal paradise.



8. And the disciples knew Paimon to be a gallant devil, whose
nobility was earned through con�ict, and that Satan reveres him for
his integrity.

9. And Satan asked, Do you not wish to despoil the minds of those
that oppose your autonomy – to erode their thoughts, and befoul their
desires?

10. And do you not wish for madness to seize the light of their soul –
to steep it within rot, and decay that eats away the marrow of their
hope?

11. All these things he may do, and further, if the disciple calls upon
Paimon with reverence – if they are loyal and devoted to the kingdom
of Hell.

12. And Paimon said, As our �res roll and churn, so too, may the
mind – it may putrefy with blight, and fall nauseous like Autumn’s
harvests.

13. It may wither with madness, and heave like a Tartarean titan in
judgment’s throes, as sanity tears its release from the shackles of the
mind.

23. And Paimon said, Hail my crown, and o�er tribute to the North-
Western plateaus, for these are the territories in which my chambers
tower.

24. And if I should heed your call, hold quick the tongue that drips
with arrogance – I demand truth, and respect will be shown to my
throne.

25. You may o�er a tithe of bindweed, or the salt of your soul – an
open door into your being, where I may spread my in�uence without
impediment.

7. And if Vine should judge you undeserving, his fury will befall you
without mercy – and under the weight of his throne, your spirit will
agonize.

8. And the disciples knew Vine to be a vehement devil, though
energizing, and he demanded �delity to the sweltering kingdom of
Hell.
